	Technology changes the world around it. Technological change touches almost every area of society. From the time that man first picked up a pointed stick to use in the hunt, to the day when computers took over many of the trading tasks on the stock market, technological change has steadily increased in speed and impact. 

Improvements in health, through advances in 


farming technology that increase the availability of nutritious food and advances in health care technology in both drugs and treatment, have changed the demographics of the world population. Even a hundred years ago, far fewer children survived childhood. Surging population growth has driven up land usage, consumed resources such as water, oil and minerals and forced emigration. As cities spread, they cover up arable land, reducing the total amount available to grow food. 
As technology has advanced in the work place, laborer jobs have tended to disappear. Factories that once provide a living for many people now run on automated production lines. Farming in developed countries is now performed by fewer people running larger machines. In the past, mining and logging were labor-intensive, but much of the labor is now performed by machines. While this had made these industries much safer work environments, it has also resulted in less need of actual people. Automation in these traditional labor-based industries means that more education is needed to get a well-paying job.
Economics used to be driven by local production of food and goods. With the advent of large-scale, motorized transport, it became possible to move more goods from distant places. This has often resulted in the disappearance of local jobs when the goods could be made for lower cost elsewhere. At a higher level, the computerization of global finance systems has allowed the flow of money in extremely complex transactions around the globe. While this has created wealth, it has also created vulnerabilities, as several stock market crashes and the recent recession of 2009-2011 have shown.
Advances in technologies have come with increases in environmental degradation. From the clear-cutting of forests for building, to strip mining for metals and coal, to the ever-increasing footprints of cities and roads, the landscape has changed. Modern technologies limit the amount of separation between work and home. With the advent of computers, the Internet and cell phones people can - and are often expected to - address work issues from home. This can limit family interactions and cause conflict between family members. The use of Internet and television by children and teenagers also limits the amount time spent with family and can increase conflict between children and their parents.

Young people use modern technologies in increasing numbers to communicate with their friends. Text messaging and online chats have become the preferred method of youth communication. A California State University and UCLA* study indicates that for young people face-to-face interactions are less desirable than modern modes of communication. This preference could cause an inability to form lasting friendships or difficulty understanding social cues. Others believe that modern technologies increase communication and therefore strengthen friendships.

Starting new relationships - romantic and otherwise - can be difficult. Modern technologies allow people to make new connections without the fears characteristic of face-to-face contact. The anonymity and low risk is what makes Internet dating and social networks popular ways of meeting people. However, this anonymity can also be dangerous. 
Modern technologies allow couples to be in contact with each other more than ever before. This can lead to increased expectations and conflict. With the increasing use of cell phones and email, people often expect an instant reply to communication. A delayed reply - or none at all - can lead to suspicion and anger. The use of social networks can also affect relationships. Information that was once private - such as relationship conflicts - is now part of the public sphere.

	Technology has changed much of the world, but the effects are rarely more pronounced than in the area of business. Businesses today use technology in almost every facet of operation. They communicate with advanced network systems;  they analyze data and plot forecasts using compli-
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cated programs; they utilize all types of digital media for marketing campaigns; and they streamline operations with new inventory and check-out systems. Technology is not without its downsides, but business cannot deny the impact it has had on every level. 
Technology allows businesses to do everything faster. Many processes that once required ledgers, checkbooks and journal notations have now moved onto computer systems. Logging in and out, updating inventory information and communicating can now happening much more swiftly. This allows businesses to react immediately to any changes.
A properly designed computer program does not make any mistakes, and its computations (not its inputs) are free from human error. This means that a calculation done by a computer program (like Excel) will always be accurate and trustworthy. Unless the coding or the inputs are wrong, there is no chance a program can produce inaccurate data.
Technology moves very quickly, constantly evolving and creating new devices and faster systems. Businesses note these changes and attempt to move with technology, adapting it to their present and future needs while also keeping a wary eye on the technology competitors are using. The end result is an increase in the evolution of technology and its application to business, a process by which everyone benefits.
While technology is useful, its fast pace and complex systems can be confusing. If companies want to update their systems or change the type of technology they use, they have to retrain not only employees, but often customers. New employees must also be trained in using business systems, which can create confusion.
Technology is very available, meaning that it is easy for competitors of all sizes to use and learn. This makes it difficult for businesses to keep up with technological changes and vastly increases the number of competitors in their market as smaller business can use technology to offer value to a wider range of consumers.
Technology also increases the possibility of crime. A tech-savvy employee can embezzle funds and make it difficult for the company to trace. Hackers can access personal and financial data of customers who trust the company to keep their information safe. Businesses must spend time and money developing safeguards against these events.

	There is little doubt that technology impacts the world to a startling degree. For example, businesspeople around the globe use computers to perform work-related tasks. Some of the impacts of modern technology are posi-
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tive, but others are not. Looking at a list of the advantages and disadvantages of technology is useful because it provides a means by which an individual may assess whether technology implementation is worth potential risks. 
An increase in technology generally means that tasks are completed faster and more efficiently. This translates to increased productivity. From the business standpoint, this is definitely an advantage, since increased productivity means better sales, services or manufacturing.
When an organization uses technology properly, the technology typically cuts the number of hours that need to be worked. This increases profit for the organization because it doesn't need to pay workers to remain on the job site. However, if the technology cuts the number of hours drastically enough, some individuals may lose their jobs entirely because the technology essentially completes the tasks that the employee originally did. Factories are the best example of this - as more and more robots complete assembly line tasks in an automated way, there's less of a need for physical workers. According to Small Business Bible, jobs are created by technology too, such as information technology specialist positions.
It is debatable whether or not technology is financially a disadvantage or advantage. On one hand, technology is cost effective, according to Small Business Bible-technology may boost revenue and profit through increased efficiency, productivity and limited man hours. However, a business may lose this revenue and profit simply because they have to support and update all of the technology they use. For example, a business may reduce the number of office employee hours with a handful of software programs, but it then may have to pay a technology consultant fees for installing and answering questions about how to use the programs.
Norwin A. Merens, managing director of NM Marketing Communications, says that having a personal touch in business is beneficial. When an organization uses technology to an excessive degree (e.g., when most operations are automated, more machines are used than employees, the majority of employees are in tech support, or everyone is required to use phones, computers, etc.), it may lose the personal appeal it had. Others may shy away from the organization because they want to do business or communicate with a real person and not a machine.
Technology means that people can perform tasks with an incredibly high degree of accuracy. For example, in medicine, machines can measure the exact amount of oxygen a person is taking in or make an incision to within millimeters.
Technology may cause numerous health problems. For example, according to Practice, Medical News Today, PR Log and Poynton, scientists, researchers and doctors such as Darius Lakdawalla, Tomas Philipson, Amy Drescher and Charles Poynton are concerned about the links between technology, obesity/heart problems, eye strain, deafness and muscle issues. Waste from technology such as the used fuel and emissions from factory machines may pollute the environment, disturbing ecosystems and making people sick.

ter technology and affected those changes. The symbiotic relationship between computers and society continues to evolve as new technologies are introduced. 
One of the first industries to become widely computerized was the banking industry. Today, because of this, the economy relies heavily on computers. Transactions are often made with credit or debit cards, which use computers to monitor bank account activity and to calculate available funds based on those computerized transactions. In many cases, cash is never needed. Many of the larger banks do not even require that customers retrieve or deposit money face to face with a bank teller. Automated teller machines, or ATMs, can perform these actions for customers and even give them detailed descriptions about their account.
Computers have become prevalent and important in the educational system, as well. At the administrative level, student records are stored and managed using computers. Computer-related electronic communication, such as emails and videoconferencing, is prevalent among faculty and even between faculty and students. Word processors have made it easier to compose and correct errors in essays, while the Internet has become a popular research tool for students. According to research done by the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development, students tend to perform better in math classes when they have regular access to computers.
The U.S. Military has drastically changed with the advent of computers. The armed forces, in fact, offers more support for advanced computer research than any other part of society. Because of this, the relationship between advances in computer technology as a whole and the advancement of the U.S. military is the best example of computer-society symbiosis. Computers are used at all levels of the military, such as in missile guidance systems and command center equipment. Militaries all over the world, not just in the U.S., turn to computer technology to advance their armies.
Computers have changed the way individuals in societies throughout the world communicate. Electronic mail, or email, is the best example of this. Sending emails allows people to get messages to others almost instantaneously, even in distant areas of the world. It has become more popular than sending a letter through postal mail. Instant messaging is another form of computer communication, allowing people to speak to one another through text from two distant points. Finally, there is videoconferencing, which is used for business and social communication. It allows video and audio to be sent over the internet and shared with others, allowing computer users to simulate a face-to-face conversation.

WHY IS COMPUTER EDUCATION IMPORTANT FOR SOCIETY?

	Once the preserve of scientifically inclined «geeks», knowledge of how computers function is now a crucial skill for everyone to develop. Virtually every aspect of modern life is affected by computers, and developing digital infor-
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mation literacy is essential in the 21st century. Computer education is exceptionally important for modern society, and is broadly required in order to maintain economic competitiveness at the personal, regional and national levels. Have a question? Social observers have identified a phenomenon known as the «digital divide», a term that refers to the separation between those who possess information literacy and those who do not. Computer education is especially key for students, from primary through graduate school. Students today are expected to conduct research on the Internet, complete homework online, and make use of presentation software in class discussions. Weak information literacy skills will hold students back just as certainly as weak conventional literacy skills will. Once students enter the work force, productivity on the job requires effective use of time-saving resources, and the computer is certainly on the top of the list. Training in basic software programs is considered elementary for most white-collar positions, even at the entry level. Communication through email is an office standard as well, and employees must learn to manage multiple means of communication using up-to-date technology.
The 2010-2011 Occupational Outlook Handbook of the U.S.Bureau of Labor Statistics describes above average job growth for computer and information systems managers, considering employment prospects «excellent» for qualified job seekers. Information Technology is an increasingly important element of modern industry, and computer education is an essential element for people entering the job market, or seeking to advance in their career.
Social networking in the digital environment has also become increasingly common, as people find more and more ways of creating Internet-based communities. These groups have proven very effective at everything from political mobilization to dating services. The proliferation of social networking websites have made our world much smaller, allowing individuals to connect with each other in novel ways and organize to support causes that might otherwise receive scant attention from the broader public. A lack of computer training means a person has limited access to resources that might be of significant concern.
The rapid development of technology unfortunately allows for criminal innovation as well, with identity theft and other Internet-based scams proliferating. Effective computer education reduces user vulnerability to everything from computer viruses to unwanted email. This is not merely a technical skill: training provides the user with a sense of how information is shared and distributed, warning them, for example, about the problem of posting embarrassing comments or photographs on a social networking site only to find them unearthed by a prospective employer in a job interview.

NEGATIVE EFFECTS OF TECHNOLOGY ON COMMUNICATION

	Technologies used for communication have changed the dynamics of human interaction. Communications technology such as the Internet, mobile phones and VoIP applications to make phone calls through the computer, have all ushered in a telecommunications revolution. While the 
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modes of human communication have expanded, the use of such technology has also had negative effects on the nature of the communication itself, according to The Redoubt Reporter, an Arkansas newspaper. It is common to see someone multitasking while communicating with someone else. You could be talking on the phone while surfing the Internet; you could be checking e-mail and using your mobile phone simultaneously. Communications technologies have made all this possible. However, although you think that you are saving time by engaging in this sort of multitasking, the net effect is that the quality of the communication suffers if you can't give your undivided attention to the person you are communicating with, advises the paper.
The Internet has made it possible to keep in touch with people from anywhere in the world. And you can communicate on the go using text messaging and cell phones. This has led to some complaints that such technology has led to a decrease in face-to-face interactions. Communicating with someone face-to-face allows you to watch their nonverbal cues, such as a smile or a frown, and this is another layer of communication. Technology doesn't allow people to catch these sorts of nonverbal cues. As Dr. Pam Hayes, an Alaska psychologist, tells the paper, "I think there is the potential for greater richness in face-to-face interaction because you lose the body cues and facial expressions when you're doing work on the Internet. The subtle forms of communications are lost over the Internet."

Another downside to communication technology is that even as we communicate with more and more people using various technologies, some people feel more isolated than connected. The paper cites a study done in the 1990s on the effects of Internet use on social well-being. The study found that some people who used the Internet a lot for communication actually felt more isolated than before. However, the study was redone in 2002 and had different findings. The 2002 study found that the initial negative effects of Internet-use wore off for those who tended to be extroverts, while those who tended to be introverts continued to feel isolated even with the passage of time.

	As humans have evolved, so has their technology. From the first rock arrowheads to globe-spanning communications networks, humans have attempted to use technology to improve the length and quality of life. Yet, while
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technology has produced an enormous number of benefits for mankind, it has been responsible for a number of pernicious effects as well. 
In the 20th century alone, the average lifespan of a human has increased dramatically, particularly in wealthier, more industrialized nations. This is due primarily to technology. With new agricultural methods and equipment, the world is able to produce more food with less work at a cheaper price. With better medicines and more effective treatments, people can survive diseases that would have once easily killed them.
An era beginning in the late 20th century has already been called by some historians as «the information age». Improvement in communications technology, beginning with the invention of the printing press in the 15th century and continuing up through the proliferation of the internet in the 1990s, has allowed more people access to an amount of information that would have once been impossible. It helps them to become better educated and more informed.
While technology has greatly improved the overall health of humankind, it has also afforded it the means to kill more people in a shorter period of time than was once possible. Although the ultimate usefulness of nuclear weapons is a matter of ongoing debate, they do, for the first time in history, provide humans with the means of bringing themselves to a rapid extinction.

Princeton professor Edward Tenner, the author of «Why Things Bite Back: Technology and the Revenge of Unintended Consequences», argues that new technology brings with it a number of unpredictable side effects, some of which are good and some of which are bad. For example, when asbestos was introduced, it was touted an important technological development in fire safety. Decades after it was introduced, however, people learned that exposure to certain types of the substance could cause chronic health problems.

In the broadest sense, technology extends our abilities to change the world: to cut, shape, or put together materials; to move things from one place to another; to reach farther with our hands, voices, and senses. We use technology to try to change the world to suit us better. The changes may relate to survival needs such as food, shelter, or defense, or they may relate to human aspirations such as knowledge, art, or control. 

The wheel is a very simple invention itself, based on the concept of a round circulating object around an axle. But have you ever seen machinery that does not contain at least one part based on the same concept? 

A Sumerian (Erech) pictograph, dated about 3500 BC, shows a sledge equipped with wheels. The idea of wheeled transportation may have come from the use of logs for rollers, but the oldest known wheels were wooden disks consisting of three carved planks clamped together by transverse struts. Spoked wheels appeared about 2000 BC, when they were in use on chariots in Asia Minor. Later developments included iron hubs (centerpieces) turning on greased axles, and the introduction of a tire in the form of an iron ring that was expanded by heat and dropped over the rim and that on cooling shrank and drew the members tightly together.

We don't know whom to thank for the wheel, but think of what the world would be like without it. No bicycles. No roller-blades. No cars...buses or trains. Days of walking to get from one place to another. No gears, no shopping carts...

DEFININION OF TECHNOLOGICAL PROGRESS

Technological progress goes hand in hand with the progress of human culture. The history of technological progress and the nature of its upward motion can be traced along the progress of human culture. Work, travel, arts and economy all change and improve due to the increased efficiency of tools, which started with things such as stone tools, clothing and the wheel.

A more detailed look at the different stages of technological progress can be seen in archeology or anthropology texts that discuss ages identified throughout human history. In the Stone Age man used fire, stone tools and clothing. The Bronze Age saw the creation of agriculture and the domestication of animals. The Iron Age brought stronger steel tools. Each age improves upon the last, taking knowledge and expanding upon it rather than re-creating entirely. Today one can see the effects of technological progress in computer, communication and travel technology, among others.

Education is at the heart of technological progress, because it equips workers with the knowledge needed to perform functional skills with available tools, and the ability to create new ones. The opportunity to be current on technological information gives one the ability to «receive, decode and understand information». One thing that is known about technological progress is that it requires change, and «in a technologically progressive or dynamic economy, production management is a function requiring adaptation to change and that the more educated the manager is, the quicker he will be able to introduce new techniques of production».

It has also been a catalyst in bringing to our attention the plight of many communities ravaged by war or natural disasters. This knowledge has brought action by the international community to assist those more vulnerable communities in the world.
Ethics have not kept pace with the computerization and globalization of the world. There still remain issues of jurisdiction concerning information published on the Internet. Another disadvantage is that countries and their economies have become too interdependent on one another. One will drag the others down with it.
The art of complex communication has been lost. Therefore, we are not building relationships, we are simply sharing simplistic information with each other. Communities in the long run will be poorer for the loss of this wisdom and applied knowledge.

CHANGES IN COMPUTERS OVER THE PAST DECADE

The first decade of the 21st century saw a rapid succession of advancements in the development of the personal computer. Although electronic computers have been around since 1937, many of the benefits we enjoy are largely a product of these changes that took place one after the other since the beginning of the millennium. Computer hardware has evolved from big and bulky to compact and efficient. The monitor, for example, progressed from the large beige cathode ray tube, or CRT, monitors of the 1990s to slimmer, widescreen liquid crystal display, or LCD, monitors that surpassed the sales of CRT monitors starting in 2007. Toward the end of the first decade of the 21st century, developments in computer technology supported dual monitors and 3D LCD monitors. The first optical mouse also began replacing the trackball mouse at the beginning of the century. Essentially, developments in hardware design have increased the accessibility and ease of use of computers.
On the first day of 2001, Microsoft announced that Windows 95, its first operating system that became a commercial success, became a legacy item and the company would no longer sell it. This propelled the production of the later Windows operating systems that control almost 90 percent of the entire market share. Apple, however, has made its way back into the market, not as much because of its easy-to-use operating systems as because of its line of multimedia devices, starting with the iPod in 2000, the iPhone in 2007 and the iPad in 2010. However, both software giants face an emerging trend toward the use of freeware, as free software such as Adobe Reader and OpenOffice becomes increasingly available. According to a 2010 article by Anh Nguyen on the Computerworld UK website, a survey by free software provider Global Graphics found that 84 percent of U.S. and U.K. large businesses use freeware in an attempt to standardize their products and save money, and more than half of them plan to use more freeware in the future.
In 2001, only half of all American households connected to the Internet. Eight years after, in 2009, almost 70% of all households, or nearly 120 million families, had Internet. (See Reference 4) Although the start of the decade saw Internet users keying numbers into a dial-up modem to gain access, by the end of the decade most households had high-speed, broadband Internet, and the rise of Wi-Fi has made wireless Internet access possible through desktop computers, laptops and mobile phones. Social networking, which borrows elements from blogs, forums and dating sites, became prevalent on the Internet by storm in the first decade. This is evident in the rise of MySpace in 2002, Friendster in 2003, social networking giant, Facebook, in 2004 and micro-blogging platform, Twitter, in 2006.
Intel introduced Pentium III, its first 1GHz microprocessor, in 2000. This microprocessor cost around $900 in volume quantities. Advanced Micro Devices, AMD, manufactured 3.24GHz microprocessors for $400 just a few years later. According to the Wilson Hurst document on hardware trends, circuits, physical memory and disks become smaller as the computer's speed and capacity become faster and larger. This is in keeping with Moore's Law, attributed to former Intel chief Gordon Moore, that performance doubles every 18 months.

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	МЕТОДИКА РАБОТЫ СО СЛОВАРЕМ


Чтобы грамотно пользоваться словарем и быстро находить нужное слово, необходимо:

1) знать расположение букв в английском алфавите;

2) уметь находить исходную форму слова. Словарь дает слова в исходных формах, тогда как в тексте они встречаются большей частью в производных формах. К наиболее употребительным производным формам относятся: множественное число существительных, степени сравнения прилагательных и наречий, третье число единственного числа глаголов, вторая и третья формы глаголов (правильных и неправильных), глагольная форма с «-ing» окончанием, формы, образованные с помощью префиксов и аффиксов.

3) уметь определить часть речи, к которой относится слово.

4) правильно выбрать лексическое значение слова. 
	РЕКОМЕНДАЦИИ ПО ПЕРЕВОДУ ТЕКСТА
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При переводе текста предлагаем использовать следующий алгоритм перевода:

1. Прочесть заголовок, определить контекст (общий смысл),  выделить ключевые слова в тексте.

2. В каждом отдельно взятом предложении найдите подлежащее и сказуемое. Определите время, залог, наклонение.

3. Найдите в словаре значение всех незнакомых слов. Сделайте дословный черновой перевод, который может понадобиться как вспомогательный инструмент в процессе выяснения смысла данного предложения. (В конечном варианте перевода то самое слово, которое было найдено по словарю, может быть представлено в совершенно другом виде). В случае отсутствия искомого слова в словаре можно прибегнуть к следующим способам: попробовать определить значение по однокоренным словам,  просмотреть электронные источники информации, догадаться по контексту, если это не отразится на достоверности перевода.

4. Преобразовать черновой перевод в соответствии с литературными нормами русского языка (подбор слов, структуры, стиля).  Переведенное предложение всегда должно иметь смысл, т.е. звучать логично и разумно, а также соответствовать контексту. Если значения каких-либо слов не позволяют выполнить данное правило, значит, эти слова переведены неверно. Во многих случаях словарь не дает такое значение слова, при котором предложение звучит хорошо. Тогда приходится самостоятельно подбирать наиболее подходящее значение.

1) краткое и четкое изложение основных положений первоисточника;
2) сведение к минимуму использования сложных оборотов, употребления личных и указательных местоимений;

3) избежание повторений, в том числе и заглавия статьи;

4) избежание использования прилагательных, наречий, вводных слов, не влияющих на содержание;
5) употребление безличных конструкций типа «рассматривается…», «анализируется…», «сообщается…» и пассивного залога;

6) использование обобщающих слов и словосочетаний, обеспечивающих логические связи между отдельными частями высказываний типа «как показано…», «…, однако», «следовательно…» и т.д.
